The bidder shall be responsible to make good & remedy at his own
expense any defect in works which is noticed during the DLP. In case any defect remains unattended
by the firm at the completion of DLP, the department may extend the DLP for such time us deemed fit
\for getting the defect rectified subject to a maximum ceiling of 6 Months.

Liquidated damages (LD)
